FIRE SAFETY ADVICE

DRAPES AND SCENERY

All Drapes Must Be Flameproof

Some drapes are made flameproof during manufacture, check with your supplier.

Drapes which are made of material which can absorb liquid can be treated with "Protexit", "Flamebar" or "Flamecheck".   Apply the treatment according to the instructions.

Drapes made of manmade materials such as nylon, polyester, acrylic etc should be treated with one of the Rosco Flamex range of products.  See Fringesafe* for a list of suppliers.

Check with the Fire Officer before you travel to Edinburgh.

Remember, the Fire Officer can ask you to remove anything which he considers a hazard.

Props

Avoid :
Plastic, Polystyrene, Rubber, Paper, Cardboard Boxes, Straw Bales and Gas Cylinders.


Use battery operated candles where possible.

If you are proposing to use any of the above you would be wise to contact the Fire Officer first as you may not be allowed to use them.
